

Destination Imagination is the world’s largest creative problem solving organization.  It is an extracurricular school sponsored program with a mission to further the development of creative thinking and problem-solving skills.  DI teaches that great minds don’t necessarily think alike; that there is not one right answer; that a solution often creates more “challenges” to solve along the way; and that creative solutions come from teamwork, cooperation, and risk-taking.  

Students work together in teams to solve challenges presented to them.  Once team members develop a solution, they present it in a performance.  The team designs and creates, without adult assistance, all props, costumes and other artistic and technical elements necessary to bring the solution to life.  Teams showcase their solutions at a tournament.  Competitions are held statewide.

Last year, over one million children and adults participated in creative problem solving programs around the world.  In New Hampshire, Destination Imagination continues to be the largest non-sports activity for kids.  Classroom teachers state that “DI” kids stand out because they become independent thinkers and innovative problem solvers.  Kids involved in “DI” learn the value of being part of a team, as well as the importance of commitment.  They learn to experiment, to try different methods in order to accomplish their goals and become increasingly confident about their own abilities.
Rising Stars is the non-competitive program of Destination Imagination for students in kindergarten through 2nd grade.  The Rising Stars challenge is for fun, practice and performance experience.  These performances are not judged, but are critiqued in a positive way.
