Art Grades 1-5 Mrs. Lisa Blanchette

The art curriculum is aligned with the New Hampshire
State Frameworks for Visual Art. Students learn about the art elements: line, shape,
texture, space, value and color. Students also learn about the principles of design:
balance, rhythm, unity, emphasis and contrast.

Students are also introduced to several important artists throughout history as well as
the art and artifacts of other cultures.

Artists and Art Styles learned in each grade:

Grade 1: Vincent Van Gogh, Claude Monet, Pablo Picasso, Frieda Kahlo and Henri
Matisse

Grade 2: Norman Rockwell, Jim Dine, Grandma Moses and Renaissance art

Grade 3: George Caitlin and Keith Haring

Grade 4: Paul Klee, Wassily Kandinsky, Georgia O’Keefe, Arthur Dove, Impressionism
and Pop Art

Grade 5: Stuart Davis, Frank Stella, Georgia O’Keefe and Gothic Architecture
