NH School of

Excellence-Chester
Academy has been
selected as a semi-finalist
as a NH School of
Excellence. Of all the schools eligible for
the award in the elementary category, we
were one of seven chosen as semi-
finalists. We recently did a 30 minute
presentation to the NH Schools of
Excellence Committee with a committee
from our school composed of
administration, staff, and PTA members.
We will find out at the end of February if
we have made it to the finals. We
consider it an honor to be chosen as a
semi-finalist.

NECAPS-The early results are out.
Chester Academy has improved in all
areas. I am very proud of our students
for working so hard last fall. We are up
1% in Reading for proficient with
distinction and proficient for a total of
77%. This is 2% above the state average.
We are up 5% in mathematics for
proficient with distinction and proficient
for a total of 80%. That is 16% above the
state average. We are up 14% in writing
for a total of 56%. That is 6% above the
state average. We will not know if we
made AYP in special education and
economically disadvantaged categories
until closer to April.
